What Will We Give Up to Follow Jesus?
Luke 14:25-33

“Now great multitudes went with Him. And He turned and said to
them, ‘If anyone comes to Me and does not hate his father and
mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters, yes, and his own life
also, he cannot be My disciple. And whoever does not bear his cross
and come after Me cannot be My disciple. For which of you, intending
to build a tower, does not sit down first and count the cost, whether
he has enough to finish it— lest, after he has laid the foundation, and
is not able to finish, all who see it begin to mock him, saying, “This
man began to build and was not able to finish”? Or what king, going
to make war against another king, does not sit down first and
consider whether he is able with ten thousand to meet him who
comes against him with twenty thousand? Or else, while the other is
still a great way off, he sends a delegation and asks conditions of
peace. So likewise, whoever of you does not forsake all that he has
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cannot be My disciple.

I. Understand where Jesus is going.

“In My Father’s house are many mansions;if it were not so, | would
have told you. | go to prepare a place for you.And if | go and
prepare a place for you, | will come again and receive you to
Myself; that where | am, there you may be also. And where | go
you know, and the way you know.” (John 14:2-4 NKJV)

“Now | saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven
and the first earth had passed away. Also there was no more sea.
Then |, John,saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of
heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.
And | heard a loud voice from heaven saying, ‘Behold, the
tabernacle of God is with men, and He will dwell with them, and
they shall be His people. God Himself will be with them and be
their God. And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes;
there shall be no more death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall
be no more pain, for the former things have passed away.”

We need to count the cost.

Or what king, going to make war against another king, does
not sit down first and consider whether he is able with ten thousand
to meet him who comes against him with twenty thousand? Or else,
while the other is still a great way off, he sends a delegation and asks
conditions of peace.”
